NWSRS RATING SYSTEM STATS AND ACTIVITY

At the end of last season we had reached 11,207 players, much higher than the previous year due to the expansion of the system.  This August the Washington Scholastic Rating System was reset as follows: (1) Graduated seniors were removed. (2) A few inactives (those with no activity for 2 years) were removed.  (3) All grades were advanced one level.  (4) The "this year" games field was emptied.  All USCF ratings were updated on August 2, 2005.

We start the new season with 9,022 rated scholastic players, 5,113 in grades 1-6.  Last year we rated over 165 events and over 32,000 games.  

The transition to the NWSRS from the old WSRS went smoothly and we all seem to be adjusted to it.  Some of the changes for this year include keeping all the graduated seniors in the system and allowing adults to play in the NWSRS.  I am not going to start rating adult events, but organizers who want to add an adult to a section to round things out, or have a parent section at a scholastic tournament, can now do so.  Another change is the modernization of the calendar of events.  We will continue to make improvements as we can.
